SNOW OR ICE ON STREETS

6. No person shall place snow or ice upon any street, sidewalk or square in such manner that impedes or
is likely to impede movement of traffic or pedestrians. (Section 69, Highway Act)

Please Note — it is very dangerous for people to put their snow on the road, and it is illegal. Whether you
live on the main road or side streets, do no put your snow on the road.
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Garbage and Recycling Collection Notice

2 persons $45,000
3 persons $47,500
4 persons $50,000
5 persons $52,500

More than 5 persons  $52,500, plus $2,500 for each additional person
Family size includes an individual, or a couple, and their dependents.
